“Why Columbus Matters”

Many moons ago I left my house
for my third grade class. The streets
were ominously quiet especially for
an Italian neighborhood.  I arrived
at the school with my eggs and
peppers and found the school
deserted. I asked a passerby why
the school was closed. “It’s
Columbus Day,” he said.  So, why
didn’t I listen to the teacher? I ran
all the way home, shouting Paul
Revere-like, “Columbus Day.
Schools closed.”  Who was this
Columbus who was able to close
the schools? Later I found that
America was not always the
America we knew. It had to be born
and Columbus was in at the
beginning. I began to find his life
and voyage fascinating.

The ships seemed too toy-like to
challenge the oceans. The Santa

Maria, largest of the ships, was
about the size of a modest house in
Florida. Now imagine 58 men of
dubious character – at best a
superstitious lot – coming to live
with you for 35 or 40 days.  Some
of us would have trouble
accommodating two or three
dubious and superstitious relatives
for two or three days – and they
can always take a walk. The Santa
Maria was not a top of the line
cruise ship.

Still later, as revisionism took
place, I found that he was a great
mariner, but one who kept two logs
to deceive the crew. He was seen as
a visionary whose vision was
flawed, as a great navigator who
went aground, as a naïve
entrepreneur, as a failed
administrator, an imperialist, a
social climber and not the first
European to get here. And in an
age of show me the gold, he came
back empty handed.

But the lives of great individuals
are full of contradictions. As Walk
Whitman said, “Do I contradict
myself? Very well then I contradict
myself. I am large, I contain
multitudes.”

As for all the revisionism, history
doesn’t give a hoot about today’s

frames of reference. Imposing our
cultural constructs on Columbus
mocks history and turns it into a
branch of morality. What is
important is that Columbus
performed an act of such
consequence that no one has been

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left untouched. Yes, there were
visitors before him, but his voyage
was the one that heralded the
beginning of exploration and
migration.

Columbus is now part of the
mythology of America and as part
of this mythology, he foreshadowed
enduring aspects of American
values. First of all, the
quintessential American hero — the
poor boy, ambitious and talented,
who is self-taught and self-made,
who overcomes obstacles and
becomes an admirable and heroic
figure.

He also is the first immigrant,
heralding the mass migrations that
were to follow. He leaves his own

community, marries a woman
from another country, learns a
new language, is maligned and
dismissed as a foreigner when
things go wrong. Yet he not only
survives but thrives.

He embodies the entrepreneurial
spirit – a man willing to risk all to
gain all and in the process getting
ten percent of what he found.

He plants the dream that becomes
the American dream. And I find it
significant that Colorado was the
first state to observe Columbus
Day in 1905—significant in that
the west has always been the
fermenting ground for the
American dream.

Under girding all these aspects of
myth – the hero, immigrant,
entrepreneur and the dream – is the
idea of rebirth, the ability to renew
oneself. We may think this has
always been. Not so. This is truly a
revolutionary idea in the Western
experience. One implication of this
idea is that it gives the lie to the
idea of a fixed order in which
peasants were thought to be by
nature incapable of rising above
their station. Yet, when we look
around us we find that it’s the
children and grandchildren of these
immigrants who today lead the
world.

Columbus symbolizes all this and
the mythology he generated will
always be a part of the definition of
America.

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Italians have often succumbed to
leaders whose visions have led
them to creative heights or
desperate disasters. A land of vast
contradictions produces
contradictions in its people and
shatters the stereotypes too quickly
used to explain Italy.  Let’s
mention two of these charismatic
leaders

It was a high mass. The light of
the candles glowed and smoldered
into an ominous chiaroscuro.  The
priest elevated the Host – at once a
sign of Christ and a signal for
murder. By the choir, two men
attacked the unarmed Giuliano
with a swift blow across his head,
stabbing him as he fell, stabbing
after he had died – a total of 19
wounds.  Two others pounced on
Lorenzo, wounding him in the
neck. Using his cloak as a shield,
Lorenzo fled into the sacristy
where friends slammed shut the
bronze doors against the assassins.

“Two Faces of Italy”
Part 1

A scene from ‘The Godfather?”
No. It was the attempt by the Pazzi
family and  Pope Sixtus IV to
topple the Medici family from
power in Florence in 1478. The
conspiracy failed. What followed
was fairly gruesome, the least of
which was the immediate hanging
of Archbishop Salviati and five
others from the windows of
Palazzo Vecchio and the killing of
26 conspirators on the staircase.
Lorenzo’s power soared.

Except for the sacking of Volterra,
Lorenzo’s early reign was marked
by festivities, pageants, Bacchic
hymns, and money. Coming from
a family that had made Florence
the leading city in Europe in
finance and art, he enhanced the
legacy through his political gifts.
But politics is never easy, and
leave it to Italy to give it glass
splintered edges. While nations
were developing, Italy remained a
case of political lockjaw. Every
city state was hemmed in by other
powers — Milan by France and
Venice, Florence by Milan and
Rome, Rome by Florence and
Naples, Naples by Rome and
Spain. Power was always one
alliance away, always one
assassination away. Power was the
wanton mistress of kings, princes
and condottieri.

After the failed conspiracy, the
Pope, grim-faced by the Salviati
hanging, excommunicated all of
Tuscany.  War followed.   Naples
joined the Pope in attacking
Tuscany.  Florence was out-
manned and lost town after town.
Lorenzo saw one way out –
diplomacy. He had to wean Naples

away from Rome. He had to visit
King Ferrante of Naples.  It would
be a defining moment.

Ferrante was not the kind of guy
you slapped on the back and
greeted with a “Hey, goomba”
Known as the killer among killers,
he would give elegant dinners and
then imprison his guests, put them
in cages and torture them. Some
guests ended up in flames atop
lamp posts to light up his garden.
A roast at Ferrante’s was not a
laughing matter. This was the man
Lorenzo was to meet as he set
forth at night in a small boat,
without weapons, without guards.

Ferrante, however, was impressed
by Lorenzo, so much so that in a
remarkable show of bi-polarity
made him both prisoner and guest.
The Turks breathing at his back
and the Northern coalition had
something to do with his this
sudden leakage of benevolence.
Mission accomplished, Lorenzo
did manage to get back to
Florence where he was hailed as a
hero.

Lorenzo had been 20 years old
when he assumed power. Slowly
mastering the chessboard of
power, he never neglected his
Florentine duties. Lorenzo led
Florence to its greatest height and
won the title of Il Magnifico. The
Florin became the monetary
standard of Europe. He supported
artists and public works and
achieved a high level of economic
prosperity.  People preferred
material euphoria to democratic
dullness, but his leadership forged
an alliance with Milan, Naples andLorenzo de Medici

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Rome that brought peace to Italy
until his death in 1492.

Lorenzo was a template for the
Renaissance ideal of l’uomo
universale, the universal man.
Manhood did not consist of
tattoos and a hoard of muscles (Da
Vinci, however, did bend horse
shoes).  The test of manhood was
defined by knowledge in all fields
and the ability to write poetry,
sing, fence, command, and love –
a standard that produced Alberti,
Cellini, Leonardo, and
Michelangelo.  Lorenzo wrote
excellent poetry about seizing the
day; he was a humorist, a
philosopher, a musician, and a
soccer player. He ruled a state that
was liberal and festive, and
developed the Platonic Academy

whose ideas soared through
Western thought and art. He also
found time to run efficient farms,
compose hymns and attract
mistresses. As l’uomo Universale,
he exemplified the Humanism of
the Renaissance which has been
part of the basis of what we are
today.

Storm clouds, however, were
gathering before his early death in
1492. Critics did not like his
lifestyle, saw his trip to Naples as
a show piece, and accused him of
being vindictive.  Florence began
a financial slide. Benevolent
tyrants last as long as they can
afford to be benevolent and states
dissolve when money runs out.

As his fortunes waned, a lonely
monk came to Florence from

Bologna.  He preached at San
Marco. Charismatic and
convincing, he packed the
churches and was relentless in his
attacks.  It was Girolamo
Savonarola, Lorenzo’s final
nemesis who had predicted that
Lorenzo would die in 1492.  In
Florence you can visit San Marco
and the cell in which he worked
and contrast its bareness and
ascetic ambiance to the palaces of
Lorenzo. But architecture was
only one measure of the distance
between them.

After some worshipful praise of
Lorenzo, Machiavelli has written,
“as soon as Lorenzo died, all those
bad seeds began to sprout which
not long after, he who could quell
them being no longer alive, ruined
and are still running Italy.”

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Member of the Month Spotlights: Dr. Angelo P. Spoto, Jr. M.D.
Retired Physician with a Passion

In 1894 when L’Unione Italiana
Chartered, Dr. Angelo Spoto’s
Great-Grandfather, Arcangelo Spoto
and his younger brother, Vincenzo
Spoto, (Angelo’s great-uncle)  were
two of the founding Charter
Members to the all male Club.  Dr.
Spoto was not aware of this
information until much later in his
life. One day, right before his
retirement from medical practice, he
found himself wandering through
the Italian Club building. On this
day, he stumbled into someone. He
graciously asked if he could enter
the Giunta Museum. There tucked
on the right hand wall, almost
hidden, he read for the first time, the
list of charter members, and behold
he felt a tug in his heart.  He read
the names of his relatives.  He said,
“I felt warm all over. When you read
of something good that your family
has done….you know…that warm
feeling gets you.”  Then he saw the
framed photos of George Spoto, and
George’s father, and Steve Spoto on
the wall going up the stairway.
“Now, I felt I was coming home.”

Angelo, a 4th generation Floridian,
was born in 1933 to Angelo Spoto,
Sr. and Zillah Powell. “You know,

my research tells me that Chief
Osceola was a Powell. This is the
same Powell family tree as mother.
He was mostly white, but, he feared
to claim it.” Angelo grew up with
his sister Eloise, at the home of their
parents, located on 10th St. between
17th & 19th Ave.  He takes pride to
mention that he was delivered at
birth by his cousin, Dr. Joe Spoto,
M.D., one of Ybor City’s early
Sicilian – American physicians.

After graduation from Hillsborough
High School, he undertook the task
of studying medicine.  He is a Duke
University graduate.  There he
received both his Bachelor of
Science in Medicine and his MD.
At Duke Hospital, he specialized in
Internal Medicine. His Allergy/
Immunology training was done at
Duke & at the Walter Reed Army
Medical Center in Washington, D.C.
He was Chief Allergist at Lackland
and Andrews A.F.B. After 7 and a
half years in the U.S. Air Force, he
ultimately was a Major when he
resigned from Andrews Air Force
Base Hospital.

Soon afterwards, he & his family
moved to Lakeland, Florida. He
practiced as an Internist/Allergist at
Watson Clinic from 1966-2003. His
accolades are many….too many to
mention in this article. Dr. Spoto
served as President of Watson Clinic
Foundation and Chairman of
Lakeland Regional Medical Center.
Founder/Past CEO, of Lakeland
Volunteers in Medicine (Free

Clinic).  Past Clinical Associate
Professor of Medicine (’73-’77),
USF.  He was a Board of Director
with Lakeland Chamber of
Commerce between ’87-’89.  And,
he even found the time to coach
Lakeland Majors Baseball All Stars.
His Dixie Majors became State
Champions in 1976 and 1977. “I
was their team Manager.  Till this
day when I run into these young
men, they call me Coach.” Amazing
that he would find the time to do
this!  But, as we get deeper into his
spotlight, we see it has always been
his passion to be with people, talk
to them and help them!

Dr. Angelo is married to Carolyn.
She is a retired nurse / business
woman. They are the proud parents
of three children: Keith, a Polk
County Judge, Elizabeth Anne, who
resides in Atlanta, and Jacqueline
who is in Seminole, Fl.   Elizabeth
Ann is a Health Care Consultant for
the firm of: Spoto and Associates.
Jacqueline is a former
Administrative Staff Attorney,
Pinellas County /School System.
The Spoto’s have three
grandchildren.  Dr. Angelo’s

interests are: the Tampa Bay Bucs,
Family History, Medical History and
Florida History.  He presently is a
Health Care Consultant, a volunteer
physician with: Talbott House

Homeless Shelter Clinic and
Lakeland Volunteers in Medicine
Clinic.

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Dr. Spoto retired towards the end of
2003.  His passion, even before his
retirement, has been to collect and
place into writing the story of the
Spoto Family.  “I’ve always been
curious to find out about the Spotos.
I even made several visits to the
Mormon Research Center. Various
Spoto families settled in Tampa.”

He continued with some of his own
past. “I’ve always been enchanted
with Ybor City. At eleven years old
I worked after school and on week-
ends at my Dad’s and Uncle Vic’s
V& P Spoto Wholesale Grocery, at
1501 9th Ave, Ybor City. I worked at
V& P from 1943-1950.….full time
in the summer months.  I remember
well my high-school summer days
in Ybor.  I would lunch with my
parents and uncle at the Las
Novedades, and El Bien Gusto.
Occasionally, we would go to the
Columbia for dinner.”

He also recalls he spent a lot of time
at 1829-7th Avenue. “This is the
Spoto Building. If you lift your head
and look up, today, you will see it
still bears the name SPOTO.  This
was a visionary project of my
grandfather Pietro, his brother
Salvatore and their uncle Vincenzo.
It was built in 1914.  The Spoto
family lived at the top floor, but, the
bottom was always rented. Actually,
my Uncle Vincenzo and my Aunt
Constantina lived upstairs from
about 1915 till 1962.  He remembers
every detail concerning events in his
family.  He doesn’t have to say, Wait,
let me look that up in my notes.
Angelo was asked, do you feel your
memory is truly a special gift?  “Oh
absolutely! I know I’ve been blessed

with a wonderful memory. But, not
as great as my Dad’s.  Angelo Sr.’s
memory and facility with languages
and numbers were outstanding.  In
about 1984, at the age of 82, I was
adding a column of numbers on the
calculator in helping him figure his
income taxes.  When I was halfway
thru a long column, he had already
added it in his head and gave me the
correct answer.”

In 1995, Angelo visited the place of
his paternal family’s roots, Santo
Stefano de Quiquisna, Sicily.  His
sister Eloise was with him & his
family on this trip. Dott Reina, the
famed Historian of Santo Stefano,
personally handed over to him three
of his books. His passion was now
stronger then ever towards his roots
along with his love to demonstrate
what he could do with what he had
of the Spoto Collection. Dr. Spoto
gave a lecture on the Spoto Family
at the Italian Club. He even included
an extensive and informative
genealogy slide show.  This took
place in 2004, when the Cultural
Committee of the Club was
sponsoring a series of lectures to its
members.

In time he found out about Festa
Italiana, the Italian Club’s major
annual fund raiser. He came to
realize that in the Cantina, a
genealogy display is part of Festa’s
Cultural Event. He immediately

wanted to participate and share what
he had of the Spoto Family.  What
could Dr. Spoto possible bring for his
displays? “Well, I bring the chair
from V&P Grocery Store.
Remember, Pietro & Vic were
already original owners in 1905.
Even Zio Salvatore sat on this Chair.
I use it now at my home.”  He went
on with, “My Nano Pietro purchased
his bedroom set in 1920 from North
Carolina, and yes I do have the bill
of sale.”  His daughter Elizabeth has
the bedroom set in her home in
Atlanta. “I do have my grandmother
Marianna Spoto’s vanity bench to
this bedroom set.  Yes, I bring it to
Festa for display every year.”  He
continued with, “There are several
interesting items that I
inherited….you know, I’m the first
son of a first son and so on. I have a
giant picture of Arcangelo Spoto, my
great-grandfather. His portrait was
done by Poggio in Ybor City in the
late 1800’s. I have an extremely
extensive photograph collection.
Many pictures are between 75 to 100
years old.  There is my grandparents
German clock.  I also bring my
mother Zillah’s tablecloth. I have a
Sicilian Donkey headdress that I
found in Highlands, N.C., and of
course, I bring Dott Reina’s three
books that he personally gave to me.
I bring all of these items to Festa and
much, much more.”

Assuming that Dr. Spoto has a helper
to load up from Lakeland for his
annual track to Festa, he was asked
how many helpers.  He answered,
“Oh no, I do this all by myself.  I
love it.  I load up from my home.  I
unload at the Italian Club and
proceed to set it all up.  I even bring

Just a plain soldier

In May 1942, five months after the
Japanese attacked Pearl Harbor, they
occupied Guadalcanal, an island in the
Pacific Ocean.  There they began the
construction of an airfield.  From the
field, their planes would be able to
attack and bomb convoys of Allied
ships.  It was essential, therefore, that
the Allies wrest control of the island
from the Japanese.

In August 1942, Marines of the 1st
Division landed on Guadalcanal.
Taken by surprise, the Japanese fled to
the nearby hills.  The Marines quickly
took over the airstrip, which became
known as Henderson Field.

In the coming weeks, the Japanese
tried to retake the field, but failed.
They brought in reinforcements and
by Oct. 24, the Japanese were in the
final stages of preparation for a
massive attack to regain the airstrip.

Facing the Japanese were three
companies of Marines, totaling 600
men.  On their left flank was an Army
battalion of equal number in reserve.

Although the Japanese had a vastly
larger number of men, some 12,000
compared to the 3,400 Americans, the
Americans had the strategic advantage
of a well-prepared fixed position.
Along the whole defense line, which
extended some 3,000 feet, machine
guns had been set up every 150 ft. and
in the rear were rows of mortars, all
sighted on the expected points of
attack.  In addition, in front of the
defense line were double rows of
barbed wire.

Marine commanders knew that a
successful defense would depend

largely on the skill of machine
gunners - the backbone of any
resistance.  And one of their best was
Sgt. John Basilone.

A Marine buddy described Basilone as
“a genius” with machine guns.  From
early in his military career, he had
shown a mechanical aptitude for guns,
in particular machine guns; and after
diligently studying the weapon, he had
reached a level of skill where he could
rapidly break down and re-assemble a
machine gun, unerringly slipping each
part into place.

Basilone was in charge of a 14-man
platoon, that included four machine
guns.  The platoon was part of
Company C.  Which was in the center
of the defense perimeter.

On Oct. 24, the Japanese were fully
deployed and ready to attack the
American Line.  It had rained heavily
that day, but by nightfall the torrential
downpour had ended.  In absolute
silence and under a bright moon, a
Japanese officer pushed his way
through the jungle foliage.  Waving
his sword overhead, he shouted,
“Banzai! Banzai!”

From the dense jungle, Japanese
soldiers emerged and, with bayoneted
rif fles, charged.

From the American line came a
barrage of fire - a deafening roar that
drowned out the screams of “Banzai!
Banzai!”

The Japanese soldiers ran into the
knee-high double rows of barbed wire.
As they tried to maneuver their way
through it, their charge slowed, and
the next wave of soldiers crowded into
them - their bodies entangling into a
confused mass.

Easy targets now, they dropped under
the withering Marine fire.

Then the jungle was quiet - except for
the cries of the wounded and dying.

The Marines waited and still waited.
Why had the attacks stopped?  In a
few moments, they learned why.

The Japanese began to lob grenades at
the barbed wire.  Many fell short or
landed beyond the wire.  But enough
grenades hit their target to blow gaps
in the wire.

The Japanese began to charge through
those gaps.  But the Marine machine
gunners had trained for this.  Their
machine guns were set up two to a
section and these sections now began
a crossfire pattern, with two machine
guns of a section firing at a gap in the
wire, while two machine guns on the
right flank fired at the same gap.

Most of the Japanese were cut down,
but those who got through began
crawling on their stomachs toward the
Marine line, which was only about 15
feet away.  The Marines simply
depressed their gun muzzles and
blasted away.

The firing died down.

The Marines took advantage of the
lull to bring up more ammunition
boxes, which were stacked several
yards behind the line.  They would
need more ammo from the battalion
supply dump, but there was no time to
get it now.  The Japanese were
attacking again: “Banzai! Banzai!”

Basilone was manning one of the
machine guns, and with trigger fully
pressed, he swept the gun in the wide
arcs.

The Japanese tumbled and fell, but
there were others who kept coming.
Still firing full-trigger, Basilone could
feel the machine gun pulsating

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through his hands and arms - a
mechanical rhythm that became as
natural to a machine gunner as his
heartbeat.

Someone was tapping his shoulder.  It
was one of his men and he was
shouting something and pointing, but
in the infernal din of battle, Basilone
could not make out fully what the
Marine was saying.  But he did hear
the word “overrun.”

Basilone rose quickly from his gun pit
and ran to his other gun section.

In the pit, he found five of his men
dead and the other two wounded.

One of the machine guns had been
smashed by a mortar round, the other
machine gun was inoperable.  When
the Japanese had overrun the position,
they had tried to use it on a nearby gun
crew, but the gun had jammed - the
Japanese had then dodged into the
jungle.

Coming back to his gun pit, Basilone
grabbed a machine gun and, signaling
to two of his men, he headed back -
the machine gun on his left shoulder, a
.45 pistol in his right hand.

As they headed along the muddy
ground, eight Japanese breached the
defense line; in mid-stride, they were
all killed.

In the gun pit, while two men loaded
and began firing the weapon that he
had carried, Basilone took hold of the
jammed machine gun and began to
take it apart.

A mortar shell crashed nearby.  The
men ducked, and shrapnel rained
down on them.

In the dark, Basilone moved his
fingers over the machine gun parts.

His fingers stopped, and then slowly
moved over a single part - he had
located the problem.

At this moment, his men moved the
machine gun they had been operating
to re-direct its fire.  The enemy was
close to infiltrating the line again.

Basilone finished reassembling the
gun and lifted it onto the tripod.  Then
feeding an ammo belt into the gun’s
breech, he opened fire.  With both
machine guns firing they stopped a
further breaching of the line.

By 3:30 that morning, there had been
six major assaults.  With thousands of
rounds fired, the Marines now were
low on ammunition, and some rifle
barrels and other weapon parts were
showing signs of deterioration.

The Marines also were low on water.
The machine guns were water-cooled
and because of their almost constant
use that night, the water in some of
the machine guns was boiling and
their barrels were beginning to glow
pink.  That problem was solved in a
simple way: the Marines urinated in
the cooling jackets.

The most pressing need was ammo,
but getting more would again have to
be put off.  The Japanese could be
heard deploying; within moments,
there would be another attack.

Basilone quickly took off his boots –
which, in the rain and mud, had begun
to fall apart.  Making sure his pistol
was fully loaded – some Japanese had
gotten around their position – he raced
barefoot to the battalion supply dump,
some 300 feet in back of the line.

Reaching the dump, Basilone took six
ammo belts, 22 pounds each, and
strapped them across his shoulders.
Carrying the 132 pounds of ammo, he

started back, and as he went, firing at
prowling Japanese.

Reaching the front line moments
before the Japanese launched their
next attack, he distributed the ammo
belts to his gunners.

For the rest of the night, the machine
guns kept up a murderous fire.

When morning came, it revealed a
scene of carnage that riveted even the
most battle-hardened Marine.  On the
ground, Japanese bodies were stacked
two and three high, and on the barbed
wire, the mound of corpses was three
and four deep – in the last charges, the
Japanese had used the bodies of their
comrades as bridges over the wire.
Already flies, in thick bunches, had
descended on the corpses.

Later that morning, the attacks started
again.  And again, the weary and
hungry Marines manned their guns.
(Some had dozed occasionally
between attacks, and hurriedly
chewed biscuits from their K rations.)

The Japanese had changed their
pattern of attacks.  Before, most of the
units had simply charged as soon as
they reached the cleared area in front
of the Marine line – a strategy that
had dismally failed.  Now Japanese
commanders were trying to coordinate
the efforts of assaulting units.  It
meant the attacks came less frequently
but with greater impact along the
whole line.

Army reserve units were brought up.
The perimeter held.

By nightfall, the Americans were
exhausted.  But the Japanese didn’t let
up; neither did Sgt. Basilone.
