INGREDIENTS
1 8 bone rack of lamb, trimmed and frenched 1/2 cup of seasoned
breadcrumbs 1/4 cup of Parmesan cheese 2 cloves of garlic finely
chopped 1 Tbls of dried basil 1/4 cup of parsley chopped 1/2 tsp of salt 1/
2 tsp of freshly ground black pepper

ABBACCHIO

PREPARATION
Pre-heat oven to 375 degrees. Rub the lamb with oil, salt, pepper and rosemary. Place lamb on a roasting pan.
Roast lamb uncovered for 30 to 35 minutes for medium rare. In a small bowl mix garlic, parsley, breadcrumbs
and cheese and place the mixture on a plate. Carefully remove the lamb and roll it into the breadcrumb mixture
coating all sides. Increase the oven temperature to 424 degrees. Place the lamb back into the roasting pan.
Continue roasting for another 5 to 10 minutes.
Just delicious. Serves 4.

Parmesan Encrusted Rack of Lamb

INGREDIENTS
8 lamb shanks 3 carrots, diced 3 stalks of celery, diced 1 medium sized
onion, sliced 6 cloves of garlic, chopped 3/4 cup of flour for dredging 3
Tbls of butter 2 Tbls of extra virgin olive oil 3 Tbls of tomato paste 6 sprigs

Braised Lamb Shanks

of thyme 3 Tbls of chopped fresh rosemary 2 bay leaves 1 15oz can of diced tomatoes 2 cups beef broth 1/2 cup
of red wine 1 tsp salt 1 tsp of fresh ground black pepper 1/4 cup of fresh parsley, chopped

PREPARATION
Season flour with salt and pepper Dredge the lamb in the flour shaking off the excess flour. In a large pot, brown
the lamb shanks on both sides in butter and oil and remove from pot and set aside. Add the carrots, onions,
celery and garlic and sauté for 2 minutes to release the flavor. Stir in the tomato paste and add the lamb back
into the pot. Add the thyme, rosemary and bay leaves. Add tomatoes and wine and cook for 10 minutes to let the
wine soak in. Add the beef broth bring to a boil. Reduce the heat, cover and simmer for 2 and a half hours.
Transfer the Braised Lamb Shanks to a large serving platter and pour that delicious sauce right on top and
don‘t forget to remove those bay leaves. Garnish with parsley. Serves 4.
